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Two day Video methods workshop, 5 and 6 December 2005, Institute of Education University of London 

This two day workshop, funded by the Economic and Social Research Council’s National Centre for Research Methods, is part of a programme of workshops and seminars on the theme of qualitative methods in cross national research. 

The workshop aims to introduce researchers to two cross-national methods using video. These methods are the Second Order Phenomenological Observation Scheme (Sophos), which uses videos of practice to explore understandings of that practice held by ‘insiders’ such as practitioners, and an action research method using video production and exchange as a research tool with refugee and migrant children. Each day will focus on one of the methods and use a combination of presentations and participatory sessions to explore: the aims and perspectives underpinning each method; the methodological process and issues arising from that including ethics and children’s participation; issues of interpretation and analysis; and some findings and methodological questions emerging from the two projects represented. One question common to both days will be: Does video offer possibilities that are not available using other means, such as talk or writing?
The workshops will be hosted by Claire Cameron and Peter Moss (5 December) and Liesbeth de Block and David Buckingham (6 December) and will include overseas speakers.
